NO DISTORTION was bumped at the start, went four wide on the first turn, settled on the outside, rallied four wide when asked on the far turn, closed fast to
get the lead outside the quarter-pole, dropped in while accelerating clear into the stretch and drew off under a strong hand ride. CASSES STORY broke out
and bumped with a rival, went three wide on the first turn, was reserved near the back of the field, went three wide on the far turn, was roused while
swinging five wide into the stretch and got up for the place. ACES HIGH raced in the two path on the first turn, prompted the pace on the outside, took a
short lead near the five-eighths pole, brushed with SECRET HOUSE leaving the backstretch, vied in the two path on the far turn, was asked at the
five-sixteenths, lost touch with the winner into upper stretch and weakened while clear for the show. FOREVAMO broke a step slow, saved ground on the
first turn, settled off the pace, was urged along while two then three wide early on the far turn, moved to the four path late on that bend and lacked the
needed response. ALL OUT OF ACES went three wide on the first turn, tracked the pace on the outside, chased three wide on the far turn and tired.
ALBANO went around the first turn in the two path, was well placed just off the pace, came under urging leaving the backstretch, chased in the two path on
the far turn and capitulated. CURLINS VOW broke very awkwardly and spotted the field about three lengths, raced in the two path on the first turn, was
reserved at the rear on the outside, went four wide while put to urging on the far turn and was no factor. SECRET HOUSE set the pace on the inside, lost
the lead near the five-eighths, vied along the rail on the far turn, dropped back coming to the quarter-pole and stopped.
