STACKED DECK stalked the pace, closed five-wide late turn, bid at the top of the stretch and drove clear. PASSION FOR ACTION settled in midpack, was
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hustled late turn, moved to the rail upper stretch and finished all out. GOODOLDHOCKEYGAME, bumped at the start, settled off the pace, came four-wide
through the turn then rallied gamely, but late. BYE BERNIE, in range, came two and three-wide through the turn, chased into the stretch and finished under
a determined drive. COPPERPLATE, in range, chased five-wide late turn, rallied outside but evened out late. REXTON held a short lead midway of the
backstretch, set a pressured pace, dueled into the stretch and gave way. EXCAPER raced in midpack, was hustled late turn then finished gamely in vain.
CALGARY CAT settled off the pace, chased hard late turn then finished gamely but did not menace. SUMMATION TIME broke outward and bumped
GOODOLDHOCKEYGAME sharply, raced in midpack, was hustled four-wide on the turn but was never contentious. GLENVILLE GARDENS, away slowly
then bothered by horses bumping as they left, settled off the pace, was hustled along the rail on the turn then evened out midstretch. PASO DOBLE showed
brief speed, forced the pace, bid late turn, dueled into the stretch and tired.
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
