Footnotes

CHOCTAW CHUCK was outrun to the quarter pole a bit off the inside, angled out sharply to the far outside coming off the turn, and unleashed an explosive
run out past the middle of the track to get up in time. BUCCHERO raced within striking range in a tight pack around the turn, rallied to a short lead along the
inside near the furlong grounds and held on gamely to save the place in a blanket finish. COPPERPLATE raced three wide in the middle of the field, put in a
run to threaten in the four-path past the eighth pole and finished willingly between horses. YEAH ROCKY was never far back, rallied to challenge for
command in midstretch, then drifted out while weakening slightly late. STEVIS MAN raced four to five wide around the turn and was outfinished between
horses. BALANDEEN was forwardly placed outside and finished evenly. RAPID DAN pressed the pace three wide early, remained prominent to upper
stretch and steadied slightly while weakening past the eighth pole. LESS THAN PERFECT was outsprinted early, angled very wide turning for home and
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failed to become a factor. STORMOFTHECENTURY dueled for the lead under constant pressure to upper stretch, and steadied slightly outside YEAH
ROCKY while being swarmed in midstretch. CAUTIOUS GIANT raced three wide around the turn, shifted out a bit further in the lane and made no impact.

MAYOR MAC took closer order two wide through the middle stages and faded through the drive inside. ALPHA SLEW dueled with
STORMOFTHECENTURY for three furlongs and stopped.
