MASON COUNTY was well rated while setting the pace on the inside, responded well when set down in upper stretch and drew off under steady urging.
CORDON broke about two lengths slow, went three wide on the first turn, settled off the pace, raced behind a rival in the two path into the far turn, shifted
three wide shortly thereafter then was roused, moved to the four path at the top of the stretch and narrowly earned the place while no match for the winner.
BLINDSIDED BLUES settled on the inside, was urged along on the far turn, came off the rail outside the quarter-pole then moved to the three path, bumped
lightly with ECLAT just after turning into the stretch and narrowly missed the place. LE DIMANCHE (IRE) went four wide on the first turn, settled towards the
front, was urged along while three then four wide early on the far turn, moved to the five path late on that bend and came up empty. DATAMINING acted-up
at the start then lunged, broke about two lengths slow, was in tight between horses early, went three then two wide on the first turn, settled towards the rear,
was urged along while inside on the far turn and failed to threaten. REIGNING WARRIOR went five then four wide on the first turn, settled well back on the
outside, was urged along passing the half-mile pole, raced in the two path for most of the far turn, dropped to the rail late on that bend, steadied behind
RARIN TO GO outside the three-sixteenths and was no factor. RARIN TO GO raced in the two path on the first turn, was urged along on the backstretch,
dropped back in the two path on the far turn, was taken up outside the three-sixteenths then moved to the three path and capitulated. ECLAT moved in
early, was well placed on the inside, came off the rail midway through the far turn, was asked coming to the quarter-pole, chased into the stretch, bumped
lightly with BLINDSIDED BLUES shortly thereafter and tired. MEMORIAL BLUE raced in the two path early on the first turn then dropped to the rail, settled
at the back, was urged along late on the backstretch, went two then three wide on the far turn, came four wide into the stretch and was no factor. OPTICAL
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was hustled from the start, raced in the three path on the first turn, prompted the pace on the outside, chased two then three wide early on the far turn,
moved to the four path late on that bend and had nothing left. WARRIOR PRINCE broke a bit slow, went five wide on the first turn, was urged along on the
outside, came up empty while three to four wide on the far turn and faltered.
