DOS LUNAS allowed to settle, saved ground, swung out midway of the far turn, rallied quickly to gain command approaching the eighth pole, then drew
clear. TAP TAP TAPPING outrun early, angled out widest of all in the stretch, then rallied under pressure to be up for the place. TAPIT DANCER rated off
the pace, swung out for the stretch run and rallied to loom a threat but couldn't sustain his bid. BREAKING PROMISES chased the pace three wide, moved
to gain a slim lead on the far turn, made the pace into the stretch, then gave way. DIXIE'S HOPE reserved off the pace, moved up three wide leaving the far
turn but had no late response. UP IN LIGHTS unhurried early, advanced along the hedge around the far turn to reach contention, eased out for room in the
stretch and flattened out. LITIGATING tired from good position. HULA chased the pace, raced four wide around the far turn and faltered. SOLA GRATIA
quickly moved to the fore, made the pace along the hedge to nearing the quarter pole, then had nothing left. SLIGO'S DEED was never a factor.
SARATOGA FLING prompted the pace outside SOLA GRATIA to nearing the quarter pole, then faded.
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
