GOLD QUINTESSA found her best stride
late, three wide. MISS RHOADESVILLE four wide along the backstretch, angled to the rail around the turn, lacked the needed rally. I'M GOLDEN never
threatened, three and four wide. MAGICAL CREEK showed little, three wide. JOSEPHINE ICHIMO had little impact, five wide. IMP ON THE RUN flashed
brief foot on the rail.
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
