AKRONISM prompted the pace outside the leader, bumped with the winner in upper stretch then faded in the final furlong. VICTORY MORNING raced
close up early then lacked a rally. RULING CLASS showed little. A claim of foul by the rider of AKRONISM against the winner for interference in upper
stretch was not allowed following a stewards inquiry.
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
