NINETEENTH STREET was well placed just off the pace, drafted in the two path on the turn, moved out after turning into the stretch, chased into the final
furlong, drifted out a touch at that point then was corrected by the rider, made a bid at the sixteenth-pole and proved best under strong urging. KATALUST
settled on the outside, moved closer in the four path on the turn, made a bid at the quarter-pole, took the lead in upper stretch, led into the final sixteenth but
was overtaken while clear for the place. BREAKING BREAD settled on the inside, saved ground on the turn, angled five wide at the quarter-pole and lacked
the needed response while able to get the show. EMILY'S ENTOURAGE broke a step slow, moved up to press the pace on the outside, vied in the three
path on the turn and tired. RING ME UP settled off the pace, raced in the two path under urging on the turn, was fanned six wide into upper stretch and
failed to rally. CAROLINA JASMINE set the pace under pressure, vied inside on the turn, lost the lead coming to the quarter-pole, dropped back into upper
stretch and gave way. GRIS GRIS was coaxed along on the far outside, raced in the five path early on the turn then dropped to the four path, was fanned
seven wide into upper stretch and failed to respond. THE FIVE-EIGHTHS FRACTION WAS HAND-TIMED DUE TO TIMER MALFUNCTION
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
