TEDDY TIME, reserved while angling to the inside early, continued unhurried saving ground to the far turn, angled out four wide racing into upper stretch
while being prompted to advance and just edged ROCKET JOE COPPER in time under firm handling. The latter tracked just off the leaders between foes in
second flight under light reserve to the backstretch, shifted out three wide midway through the far turn while moving to striking distance, continued with a
steady bid to lead between calls late but just missed. CONSUMERCONFIDENCE tracked just off the leaders inside foes in the second flight, saved ground
to upper stretch, lost some momentum racing in close quarters entering the lane, then shifted out near midstretch to finish willingly between foes to gain a
share. AIRLITE sped to the fore along the inside from the outset, dictated the pace on a narrow margin to upper stretch, faltered in late stages, then was
vanned off the course after falling following the race. WAR GENERAL TOO broke readily, was urged to gain a forward placing, prompted the pacesetter to
upper stretch and gave way. WHERE'S JORDAN tracked just off the leaders three wide in second flight racing to the first turn, was eased back from that
position while racing four wide into the far turn and steadily faded. ACES HIGH trailed throughout.
