HOG CREEK HUSTLE was back early on, fanned into the seven path in the turn, rallied down the lane and was driven clear in the final stages. AMERICAN
MANDATE stalked the pace early, shifted into the three path in the turn, made a bid in the stretch but did not have enough late. EXPLORATIONIST dueled
early on, shifted into the three path in the turn, continued the duel down the lane but yielded late in the drive. OURBESTFRIEND D L dueled early on,
angled off the rail into the lane and faltered late in the stretch run. MOONSTER bobbled at the start and raced back early on, fanned into the five path in the
turn, altered out widest down the lane with a late gain in the final stages. WHATA SHOW OFF was unhurried early on, angled off the rail into the lane with a
belated gain in the stretch drive. THE COLUMBUS KID broke slowly from the gate and trailed the field early, shifted into the four path in the turn with some
gain in the stretch. DISTORTED JIMMY was a step slow at the start, chased the pace early, shifted into the four path in the turn and weakened late in the
stretch. DEANO chased the pace early, fanned into the five path in the turn and faded down the lane. HIGH POWERED was through after a half.
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
