SHE'S NO DRAMA tracked from third, quickened on the
turn, and had good energy to close late for the show. TIZ RED WINE was the clear speed to deep stretch but slowed nearing the wire. TIA FLOR was very
wide coming into the stretch and ran evenly. TIZ TAKEN BACK was off slow and improved some late. STORM TEMPLE PILOT chased as a clear secxond,
drifted out in the stretch and faltered. FORT MARSH blew the turn and was no factor.
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
