POWERED speed to the front, stayed to deep stretch while no match for the winner. LORD REVELSTOKE stumbled at the start, lost best chance with a
gallant effort for the show spot in the stretch run. ERNIE BANKS saved ground in good position throughout, had a clear run stretch but evened out.
IMPROBABLE STORY chased leader to the stretch but faltered in the drive. MR. CHOW raced four wide to far turn, out of gas with no late gain. MOUNT
CALVARY never a factor. GIANT HONOR stayed close from off rail to far turn but gave in readily. LEVANTO (ARG) rushed up outside first turn, stayed
close at the half but backed up from the quarter pole.
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
